He writes this book from a thoughtful evangelical perspective
and in a style which is both challenging and easy to read.

The book is divided into ten chapters which look in turn at the
Christian response to the environment, the poor, a multi-cultural
society, a sex-mad society, the media, political correctness, genetics,
abortion, euthanasia and living a Christian life. He raises issues that
are very important but are also ones we may try to avoid or may know
little about. He seems to have researched each subject thoroughly
and gives his own Christian view on each one. Although he
acknowledges there are different Christian views and some subjects
are very sensitive and complex he challenges us with his own well
argued biblically based position.

| found the book very interesting, enjoyable and challenging and
recommend it to you. | wonder if this book can provide me with a basis
for ten sermons on these important current moral issues. Would you
be interested in such a series of sermons?
