Dear Friends,

In 1989 | did an exchange ministry for six weeks with an
American pastor at The Church at Woodmoor, Monument,
Colorado and still from time to time receive their church
newsletter. On one occasion their pastor reported some
research which said that the English language has a
vocabulary of tens of thousands living words and a few
thousand more in various stages of oblivion. But you and |
have a usable vocabulary of 1000 words and another 500
words we know but seldom use. However, half of every-
thing we say or read may be accounted for by only 43
words and a quarter of most spoken and written English
requires only 9 words. The 9 words are: and, be, have, it,
of, the, to, will and you.

The pastor then observed that there is nothing earth
shattering about this research but it does give us some-
thing to think about as we communicate with one another.
Thanksgiving means giving thanks and is an expression of
gratitude but it is a word not included in the 9 or the 43
and not used nearly enough in the 1500 words.
