MINISTERôS LETTER 
Dear Friends,  

 

Some of you will be aware that on a recent holiday I had a problem 

with my hip which left me hobbling around and occasionally             

experiencing stabs of pain.  
 

I left home on the Monday fit and well and arrived later that day in 

the Lake District with a slight limp. I decided to try and walk it off 

on the Tuesday but the limp gradually became worse. By Wednesday 

morning it was so bad that I realised I needed to drive home and see 

my doctor as soon as possible. Fortunately I got an appointment with 

the doctor within two hours. He examined me and then gave me some 

anti - inflammatory tablets and muscle relaxant tablets. He also sent 

me for an x -ray at Chase Farm Hospital. I gradually got better and 

by Sunday was walking normally and free of any pain. I was very     

relieved and grateful.  
 

I was at my worst on the Wednesday when I slowly hobbled to the 

doctorõs surgery. As I did so I felt vulnerable. I realised that if   

anyone wanted to attack me or rob me I couldnõt do anything about it. 

I couldnõt run away and a small push would cause me to fall over. 
 

One of the most despicable crimes is when men pretend to be from 

the Water, Gas or Electricity Boards, trick their way into the home 

of an elderly and frail person and then rob them of their money and 

valuables. They are taking advantage of vulnerable people whom they 

know cannot do anything to defend themselves and their belongings.  
 

We usually think of God as the almighty Creator. He is the maker of 

the world, the giver of life and sustains creation. But there is        

another aspect of God that we think of far less and that is his      

vulnerability. We see this vulnerability very clearly in the ministry of 

Jesus.

Rather life is a mixture of success and failure, joy and 

sorrow. I find it immensely helpful to know that God is also vulnerable. 

A vulnerable God knows and understands our sufferings and         

weaknesses and is able to help and strengthen us and bring us through 

them.  
 

I am thankful that Jesus shows us many things about God and one of 

them is his vulnerability.

Giving a helping hand in Botswana 
 
In April Olive Parsons and I spent most of the month in 
southern Africa visiting Zambia, Botswana and South Africa.  
In Zambia we visited some of the missionaries working 
there and had an exciting and very wet time at Victoria Falls, 
as is Cape Town we enjoyed walking all round the top of Ta-
ble Mountain.  However our time in Botswana was spent 
working with Kgologano College which mainly provides 
theological education by extension for ministers and       
pastors.  The principal, Rev Rupert Hambira, had asked for 
help with a new type of programme which the college began 
for the first time in January this year.  This programme aims 
to help some of the most vulnerable people in Botswanaôs 
society, starting with women who are ex-prostitutes from 
Botswanaôs capital, Gaborone.   There are a number of    
different aspects to the three year programme including 
helping the participants deal with  HIV/AIDS, arranging help 
for any other health problems,  teaching skills and ideas to 
enable the women to find an alternative way of earning a   
living, and sharing the gospel with them and teaching them 
about the Christian faith ï all of which are designed to give 
them help and support as they seek to find a way out of 
prostitution that will enable them to  care for themselves and 
their children. 
We were there to teach them craft  and sewing skills for a 
weekôs ócourseô.  We were very fortunate to have an older 
local woman, Mrs Johnson, who came and worked with us 
and hopes to be able to carry on with the things which we 
started, and moreé She is to be a mentor and mother      
figure hopefully for the whole three years, and is an           
excellent person for the job.  Between us, Olive and I  gave 
the women an introduction to card making, sewing and the 
use of a sewing machine, making necklaces and bracelets   



Using cord and large beads, making decorative notebooks 
and bookmarks,  tie and dye, and making shopping bags, 
and corsages.  All the women joined in very enthusiastically 
and wanted to try everything.  They produced some very 
good first attempts which were displayed in the college li-
brary at the end of the course and for which they were 
each presented a certificate. Visitors from social services, 
the ministry of education, and the college board of gover-
nors all came along to see what  had been achieved.  It 
was a very busy and quite challenging time with a group 
who were quite unused to regularly attending any kind of 
course, but everyone was extremely helpful and friendly, so 
it was also a very good experience.  What the women 
wanted most of all was attention, friendship, and people to 
love and care about them, and this we tried to give ï to 
about 20 quite demanding women simultaneously, so we 
had an interesting but very rewarding time.  Please keep 
this group of women and those who are trying to help them 
find a new way of life in your prayers.
