MINISTERõS LETTER 
Dear Friends,  

 

This year I went to the Ministersõ Spring School at Kings 

Park Centre, Northampton on 7 th  ð11th  April. There were fifty 

ministers present from the Thames North and Eastern Syn-

ods. The conference centre was very good with comfortable 

en-suite rooms, excellent food, a good meeting room and a 

spacious lounge. It is situated on the edge of Northampton 

near a large area of grassland and open space. I took the op-

portunity each morning to go out for a walk for about forty -

five minutes. This was partly to compensate for the larger 

meals that I was eating!  

 

The theme of the Ministersõ Spring School was òBreaking the 

Mould- Encountering God in New Communitiesó. The most in-

teresting part for me was exploring new ideas about how we 

can share the Gospel.  

 

We are not only experiencing declining congregations but 

fewer people have connections with the church. We were told 

that 60% of 60 year olds have had connections with the 

church at some time in their lives and this figure falls to 

40% of 40 year olds and to 20% of 20 year olds.  

 

But one bright statistic is that although attendances at Sun-

day services are declining more people are coming to mid -

week services. It was said that 40% of people work on Sun-

days so we need to consider having mid -week services.  

My impression is that an increasing number of church folk 



realise that we have to do some things differently in order 

to connect with people who donõt go to church. We were told 

of several examples of how churches are trying to re -

connect with the wider community. In Kidsgrove the Method-

ist Church has opened a Café Church selling coffee and 

snacks etc. The purpose is to connect with young people who 

are largely absent from traditional churches. In Portsmouth 

there is a Messy Church with games and food for children in 

order to attract children and their parents. This meets on a 

weekday evening in the church hall. At another church they 

have begun a mid-week lunch and immediately follow it with a 

Prayer Book Service. Nearly all the people who attend the 

lunch stay for the service. This caters mainly for older peo-

ple. 

 

We were told that our mission is firstly to listen to the com-

munity and its needs and to follow Godõs call. Secondly we are 

to give loving service to the community. Thirdly we are to 

build relationships with people and the community. Fourthly 

we then move on to evangelism and making disciples. Finally 

we share worship. We need to give time to the first three 

steps and not rush on to the last two too quickly.  

 

The crux of the matter is that we need fresh expressions of 

church to go alongside our traditional expressions of church.  

 

Thank you for enabling me to go to Ministersõ Spring School. 

I certainly found some parts interesting and challenging and 

hope they will help my ministry.
