Dear Friends,  
 

Last year I read Leo McKinstryõs biography of Sir Alf 

Ramsey called, òSir Alfó. Alf Ramsey played football for 

Tottenham Hotspur and England and was manager of 

Ipswich Town and of England. He won the 1 st  Division 

championship with Ipswich Town and the World Cup with 

England. Alf Ramsey is arguably our greatest ever foot-

ball person. I found the book enjoyable and interesting. 

Even if you have little interest in football it tells us 

about some of the very big social changes that have 

taken place since the 2 nd World War.  
 

In 1948 Alf Ramsey was chosen for the England football 

squad for the first time. So he went to the Great 

Western Hotel in Paddington to report for duty prior to 

Englandõs departure for the continent. On arrival at the 

hotel he was completely ignored by a succession of Eng-

land players and the management. Eventually he went up 

to the trainer and introduced himself. At first the 

trainer did not recognise him and Ramsey felt humili-

ated. This taught Ramsey a valuable lesson and when he 

became the England manager he made sure he personally 

greeted every new member of the England team. Alan 

Mullery says that when he got into the England squad 

for the first time Ramsey came straight up to him, 

shook his hand and said, òWelcome to the England squad. 

Make yourself at home.ó Mullery comments that it was a
