Dear Friends,

On Wednesday, 24™ September | went to the Green Apostles Day
at the U.R.C. Church House in London. It was a day about caring
for the environment and we had four speakers: Mark Dowd from
Operation Noah, Benedict Southworth from the World Development
Movement, Elie Ramsey from Christian Aid and Linda Mead from
the United Reformed Church.

A room in Church House was packed with people from various parts
of the country. | found the day very interesting and stimulating,
although at times we were given so much information so quickly that
it was difficult to take it all in.

Mark Dowd began with the provocative statement that tackling the
problem of climate change makes dealing with Hitler seem a
doddle! He then went on to say that the environment is for most
people a relatively very new issue. The first environment and ethics
conference took place in 1971.

But he then helpfully gave us a few biblical references including
Genesis chapter 1, Psalm 24 v.1, Psalm 148 and Colossians
chapter 1 v.15-20 which show us the close relationship of religion
and the environment. The bible tells us that God made the world. So
being a Christian is not only about worship, prayer, justice for the
poor and loving our neighbour, it is also about caring for the
environment. Christianity is about more than an individual having a
right relationship with God, it is also about the created world.

The problem is that we have been

we need right thinking on environmental issues;

personal commitment to care for the environment;

and to mobilise others to care for the environment.

He argued that we need to do more than recycle goods at home,
walk children to school rather than drive them, and change to low
energy light bulbs. All these good caring actions are more than



counterbalanced by flying long distances for our holidays. Today
some families are more dispersed throughout the world which
involves flying to see them and some people take a lot of short
holidays abroad involving flying. He said he does not want to stop
people flying but rather encourage them to limit their flying.

The contemporary | ifestyles of so
resources. He overheard two young people on the tube having an
argument which became increasingly animated. They had nothing
planned for the weekend. He then followed the young man off the

train and heard him get on his mobile phone and immediately book a
weekend for them in Budapest. He wondered why they could not

have done something at home!

Nearly 50% of people in the United Kingdom never fly. But the middle
class tends to fly a lot and having short holidays involving flying is
increasingly popular. The rest of the population either never flies or
only flies once a year.

Sometimes people argue that it is nations like China and India who
are the problem because of their fast growing consumption and use
of resources. But if you work out the use of resources per person
people in the United Kingdom consume about ten times as much as
the average Chinese person and people in the United States of
America consume about twenty times as much as the average
Chinese person.

The great use of carbon, mainly by affluent countries, is causing
climate change which affects the poorest and most vulnerable people
worst. So more tropical storms are hitting the Caribbean islands,
such as Haiti, and more monsoons are hitting Bangladesh. Natural
disasters have become more common in Bangladesh. The land is
being eroded and is collapsing into rivers. About four million people
live in areas susceptible to flooding and erosion. Such people have to
relocate and some move home not just once but several times.

We were told some good news. Christian Aid has built forty cyclone
shelters in Bangladesh and these shelters have saved thousands of
lives. Our own government quite recently refused to make a
commitment to reducing carbon emissions by 80% by 2050 but the



campaigning of the World Development Movement, Christian Aid
and Friends of the Earth has caused the government to change its
mind and make this commitment.

Although at times there was too much information to assimilate and
occasionally | wanted to query what was being said | found the day

very interesting and challenging. | am sure that individual

i ssues, try to play our part in c
the poorest who are worst affected by climate change.

On Saturday 4th October the Revd Dr Andrew Prasad was
inducted as the new moderator of the Thames North Synod
of the United Reformed Church at the City Temple. There
was a large congregation for a vibrant, joyful and very
multi-cultural service which reflected the fact that Andrew

is the first Indian moderator in the URC. The Upper Clapton
gospel choir welcomed people in song as the congregation
gathered and sang a special item for Andrew during the
service. The Life and Mission Choir and the Walthamstow
United Reformed Asian Christian Church Choir also sang
during the service which was presided over by the Revd John
Marsh, the General Assembly Moderator. Amongst the many
speakers Mrs Andrea Adams introduced Andrew and spoke
about her connections with him during his time as Personnel
Secretary at the Council for World Mission, a young man
from the congregation which Andrew is moving on from at
Dulwich Grove URC spoke in an informal and moving way
about Andrewbs contribution

England) gave an Ecumenical Challenge. The Revd Nigel
Uden, Moderator of the Southern Province, preached an
