Dear Friends,

For many years | have enjoyed reading and so usually have a book
on the go. | read mainly novels but sometimes biographies and
autobiographies. Just recently | have occasionally begun to re-read
novels.

One such novel is A.J.Croninos
published in 1937 and | probably first read in 1984. | can remember
visiting my parents and seeing one episode of its serialisation on
TV. | enjoyed that episode so much that | decided to read the book.
| thoroughly enjoyed the book and went on to read most of A.J.
Croninds other novel s.

Rer eading AThe Citadel 06 has made

one of my favourite authors. The book has good characters, a good
story and good observations about human relationships and values.
There is certainly for me a spiritual dimension to the book.

AThe Citadel d is about a young
dedicated and skilful. He is also very committed to learning more
about diseases and medicine so that he can be of greater help to
his patients and to people in general. But he is also an outspoken
individual who criticises what he considers to be wrongs, bad
practices and incompetence. His great caring and dedication win
him friends and support but his outspoken nature also gains him
enemies.

Andrew Manson serves as a doctor in two mining communities in
the Welsh valleys in the 1920s. Whilst doing this he researches into
how he can help miners who suffer from all the dirt, dust and hard
labour of their work. He also meets a young school teacher,
Christine, falls in love with her and they get married. Christine
shares his high ideals. It is a great tragedy to them when Christine
falls whilst pregnant, loses their baby and cannot have any more
babies.

Andrew makes enemies among some influential people because
of his outspokenness and idealism. So he and his wife move to
London where Andrew buys a very cheap and rundown practice
and through his skill and hard work builds it up. (This is before the
National Health Service which was introduced by the post-war
Labour government in 1948). But at the same time he meets
doctors of limited ability who are more interested in having wealthy
patients and charging them high fees for little care. Andrew
gradually joins this set and makes getting rich and gaining social
status his main priority. He knows that many of his new rich
patients have little or nothing physically wrong with them and just
prescribes harmless potions and tablets. His changed values lead
him to neglect and scorn his wife who maintains her basic qualities
of caring, fairness and humility.

Then one of his new doctor friends tries to perform a standard
operation on one of Andr ewobs
incompetence and the patient dies. This terrible tragedy fills
Andrew with deep remorse and brings him back to his senses. He
turns away from his new rich doctor friends and their self centred
ways and he apologises to his wife and begins to restore their
previous loving marriage.

A.J. Cronin sums up Andrew Mansc
t hese wor ds: nMor e t han ever
happiness was an inner state, wholly spiritual, independent- what-
ever the cynics might say- of worldly possessions. All these
months, when he had been striving after wealth and position and
succeeding in every material sense, he had imagined himself
happy. But he had not been happy. He had been existing in a kind

The society is involved in Bible translation in many
countries including Myanmar (formerly called Burma).
There they work with other Christian leaders in
translating the Bible into as many as possible of the
135 languages of the 48 million strong population, as
well as the distribution of the scriptures. To date 64
languages have at least a portion of scripture.

Last year more than 600,000 scriptures were
printed and distributed to meet the increasing
demands of the growing church.
